All equipment and resources may be loaned only to Near North District School Board staff for use with other Near North District School Board staff and/or students for Board sanctioned, non private profit-producing educational purposes.

Resources/equipment will not be loaned to any person(s) who receive funds from participants or other agencies other than directly from the Near North District School Board.

*Note: - Special circumstances may be considered and approved by the 

  Superintendent of Program and Schools.

Definitions

Staff includes all Near North District School Board employees and/or those community instructors/student teachers acting on behalf of the Board or its employees and using the aforementioned resources when working with the Near North District School Board staff or students.

Student teachers will need associate teacher authorization for any lending of equipment or resources.

Transportation

The following equipment must be picked up:

· Data Projector

· Digital Video Cameras

· Laptops

· Sound System

· Lighting System

Damage or Loss

It is understood that any equipment or resources will be the responsibility of the borrower and negligence will result in some cost recovery.
