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Rationale:

The Near North District School Board computer network is provided for staff and student educational use.  

Users must adhere to the Board Guideline on Acceptable Usage [separate document] NNDSB computers are for school work and are to be used in a legal, ethical and responsible way. 

Library Specific Guidelines

In addition to general Board policies, there are AUP [Acceptable Use Policies] policies specific to libraries:

1. Library computers are provided for school work and primarily for research during all school hours
2. Library computers are not for games, chat rooms, message boards, personal web site creation, Hotmail, or similar personal mail services, videos, music, etc. unless required by a teacher for class/curriculum purposes. 
3. Users should use the CD drives and sound cards for only school work  
4. Users should use peripheral devices such as USB drives, iPods, PDAs, CDRs and CDRWs  for school use only. 
5. Users should use Board Mail where recommended by the individual school
Printing

1. Please keep printing to a minimum and consider alternatives:

a. Save documents to H: drives or a USB keys or CDRs or CDRWs.

b. Highlight, copy and paste research into a new document; when possible, print sections which need to be printed

c. E-mail the document home for printing
Penalties

1. Anyone who misuses the Board network may 

a. Be asked to log off

b. Have his/her login blocked for a period of time

c. Be referred to a school administrator or Board official for further disciplinary action.
