Rationale
The Near North District School Board recognizes and celebrates the achievements and activities of its students.  At the school and Board levels, recognition is given in many ways such as through announcements, honour rolls, displays, items in newsletters, awards assemblies, graduation lists, printed programs, yearbooks, computerized information and other means.  In addition, the media likes to provide coverage of school-related events throughout the school year.  In many cases, the publication of students’ names and/or pictures in print, on the radio or in electronic form would not pose potential problems; however, given the current milieu in which we live and given the problems of family violence and related turbulence, some children could be at risk if their names or pictures were published.

Compliance with Parental Wishes

In order to ensure compliance with parental wishes to the degree possible, schools will request information from parents early in the school year (if the information has not previously been collected) or when children register at that school.  This information will be collected on the Board’s prescribed form (Appendix A).  Adult students eighteen years of age or older may complete their own forms.

School Action

Principals should remind parents at least annually through a newsletter item or by other means that the information forms are on file or are required from parents who have not yet completed them.

The information collected on the form will remain valid for the time that the pupil is registered at that school, unless the parent contacts the school and requests that the form be changed.
