2.1 Information Items: 
 
a) CODE Summer Learning 
 Superintendent Graves provided a brief introduction noting the later than usual 

confirmation this year. As a result we had only two weeks to prepare including 
hardware distribution. He acknowledged the hard work of Chris Walkling and his team 
throughout this important program. Principal Chris Walkling explained the purpose of 
this program is to support students in maintaining their gains during the school year 
and preventing summer learning loss. This year with COVID, students were out of 
school over six months so the significance of this project was immense. This year the 
program served students across the region and included areas that never participated 
before ie Sturgeon Falls and Mattawa and thanks to technology they were able to 
participate. Principal Walkling provided a slideshow showing trustees learning details of 
the program.

Background 
 

Ontario Regulation 357/06 Honoraria for Board Members outlines the process through which 
school boards shall calculate the limits on honoraria paid to trustees under section 191 of The 
Education Act.  Attached is a copy of Ontario Regulation 357/06 for your reference (Appendix A).  
 
The trustee honoraria is calculated taking into consideration the following components as defined 
by Ontario Regulation 357/06: base amount, enrolment amount, attendance amount, and distance 
amount. The components and amounts of the honoraria are established by policy by the board of 
trustees in office (predecessor board), on or before October 15 of the calendar year in which the 
term of office begins for the newly elected trustees.  The board may change the policy at any time 
during the year in such a manner that a component may not be paid, the amount of the component 
is lowered or the percentage applied in calculating the enrollment is reduced for a year.  If the 
policy is changed for a year, the original policy may be reinstated at any time during the term to 
which the policy applies. 
 
A year of a member’s term of office begins on December 1st and ends on the following November 
30th for 2018, 2019 and 2020.  In 2021 the year of the member’s office will begin December 1st and 
end on the following November 14th.  Beginning in 2022, a year of a member’s term of office will 
begin on November 15th and end on the following November 14th.   
 
The enrollment portion of the honoraria is calculated annually for the beginning of each new term 
of office.  This is calculated using the estimate of the board’s day school average daily enrollment 
of the fiscal year that ends in the calendar year in which the year of a term of office begins.  This 
year the average daily enrollment for day school was obtained from the 2019-2020 estimates of 
the board.

 3. Determine the lesser of, 
 i. the amount determined under paragraph 2, and

 3. Determine the lesser of, 
 i. the amount determined under paragraph 2, and

 7.  (1)  The attendance amount is an amount that does not exceed the attendance amount limit of $50.  O. Reg. 357/06,

required to be established by an Act or a regulation made under an Act.  O. Reg. 357/06, s. 7 (2). 
Distance amount

January  A Board Multi-Year Strategic Plan (MYSP) committee was re-activated with Trustee co-
chairs Steer and Learn. The mandate of the committee is to examine all previous reports and to 
gather further evidence that would inform the setting of direction and establishment of goals for a 
new Multi-Year Strategic Plan. A schedule was created that included the gathering of evidence 
from relevant stakeholders, including data gathered by the Special Advisors to the Minister of 
Education. 

Nanos Research was engaged to conduct stakeholder surveys. The data was compiled and 
analyzed in mid-August 2020 and shared with Ramsay Partners Inc., who were hired to facilitate 
the MYSP process. The data gathered by Nanos Research has provided some encouraging 
findings with the new Board direction.  

On August 18, the Trustee Co-chairs of the MYSP planning committee and senior executive team 
were present for the strategic organizational design meeting held by Ramsay and Partners Inc. The 
core group engaged in a day long brain storming session to provide their best thinking to the 
Director. 

October 2020, Virtual collaboration including trustees and Senior Executive to strategize NNDSB 
core purpose, vision, mission and values; review stakeholder input to ensure NNDSB consensus 
regarding key goals.  
 
Thank you to those who dedicated the time to this important process. 
 

4 sessions: Each dedicated to a strategic planning topic: 
Session 1, October 19: Current State analysis Where are we now? 
Session 2, October 26: Vision, Core Purpose What do we want to become? 
Session 3, October 28: Priorities and action planning How will NNDSB bridge the current and 
future state gap? 
Session 4, October 30: Putting it all together – Integrating plan components and documenting

Trustee Aspin convened the meeting at 1:05 PM.  

Brief thoughts shared regarding the differences between the Board’s Parry Sound Build Committee, 

and the Parry Sound Architect Selection Committee, noting both are Ad-Hoc committees of the Board. 

Trustee Aspin advised of the importance of determining a Chair of the committee to facilitate a report 

and updates to the Board as the project unfolds. Following this introduction, Trustee Aspin exited the 

meeting.  

 

Trustee Cochrane nominated Trustee King for the position of Chair. Trustee King accepted the role of 

Chair of the Parry Sound Architect Selection Committee.  

 

  
Capital Projects Manager, M. Speirs, was invited to speak to this item. Committee members referred 
to the material shared in advance of the meeting. Highlights of the discussion are noted to be:  

 General introduction offered to participants regarding the importance of having a rigorous 
process for the architectural firm section. This will be a very competitive process to ensure 
impartiality and transparency. It is noted that this process meets the threshold to require the 
RFP to be published nationally. Despite this wide reach, proposals will be required to 
demonstrate a thorough understanding of the local community, land, and the Board’s vision.  

 Broad overview of the process provided to note committee members will be utilizing an 
evaluation matrix to score individual proposals. Once the scores are compiled, a shortlist of six 
firms will be invited to a virtual interview.  

 The purpose of the virtual interview is to allow the committee to get a feel for the firm’s values 
and professionalism.  

 Trustee Cochrane expressed appreciation for the time spent organizing and preparing the 
material. M. Speirs noted the value in providing the organizational history to be assured the

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build remains true to the RFP and committee participants have an idea of the events that have 
culminated to this point. 

 Committee referred to Section 2- Ministry Template. Update to note the template being 
proposed was developed by the Ministry of Education. Lessons learned from other projects 
have left the Board to understand it’s firm.  

 G. Smylie provided an explanation regarding the total expected population. The “OTG” refers 
to “on the ground capacity” in reference to the total number of spaces for students the school 
may accommodate. Typically, this figure exceeds the number of students expected.  

 Important to note there will be six portable units planned in this building. Portable students do 
not count in terms of space planning. School is being built with a long term eye on projected 
enrollment to ensure operating dollars are well spent.   

 The RFP specified the requirement for previous current experience with elementary and 
secondary school design. This ensures the firm is familiar with the Ministry templates, to work 
with the Board to ensure the project remains on track. This area is explored during the virtual 
interview for the shortlisted firms. It may be that firms will partner to form a team proposal to 
provide a wider range of experience. This is acceptable.  

 NNDSB staff will conduct the cursory review of proposals submitted to ensure basic 
requirements have been met (i.e.: proper insurance certificates are attached). The ones that 
meet the criteria will be provided to the Committee for evaluation.  

 Section 4 details a draft contract appropriated from the Ontario Association of Architects. This 
is intended to expedite the execution of a firm contract once the final firm is selected.  

 Section 5 lists the RFP addendums, representing clarification questions proposed. The 
responses to questions received from one firm are provided to all firms to ensure equity of 
access.  A request was received for a floor plan of the current school and provided in the 
addendum for all firms to view. A proper survey is underway in the week ahead to ensure M. 
Speirs has a clear idea of where the corners of the land are to provide clarity to the firms 
during construction.  

 Question from Trustee King regarding the timeline of the RFP. It is noted that the document 
was posted on October 7, 2020, and will remain posted for 45 days. 

 Section 7 articulates how the evaluation results will be presented. Evaluators will not be 
personally identified but the scores will be. This allows for clarity and transparency to share 
with firms who are not selected where the evaluators felt they fell short.  

 Section 8 details potential questions to consider during the virtual interview. Consistency will 
be key to ensure all interviewing firms have equal opportunity to address concerns (example 
regarding a focus on sustainability)  

 Point shared to note firms will submit “marketing material” in their proposal. This should be 
evaluated alongside responses to questions to ascertain the level of administrative support, 
professionalism at the firm.  

 Question from Trustee King to determine if there is generally a correlation between the 
availability of marketing material and the level of professionalism. Response from M. Speirs to 
note the material does speak to the professionalism and voice of a firm. The RFP requires very 
specific information, and this is what is scored.  

 G. Smylie noted the interviews are key to see the separation behind the firms that are ready for 
a project of this scope, outside of the submission of the RFP or marketing material.    

 
 
 

Clarification to note an additional addendum was shared with the committee ahead of the meeting this 
afternoon. A site visit was originally planned on a PD day, but this has been shifted to Saturday, 
November 21, 2020, out of respect for school staff in the midst of a pandemic. Committee members 
encouraged to print the addendum in order to stay committed to the timeline.  
 

3.0     Site Visit for Potential Proponents    
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The site visit is critical for the firms to have an idea of the current build. The Board will remain in 
control of decisions on how to accommodate students on demolition phase, therefore firms will need a 
thorough orientation to the land. Board staff J. Mirtl, and a Facility Supervisor will be along on the tour 
to ensure appropriate PPE in place for during the tour.  
 

 
This is an interesting aspect to the RFP competition that allows the Committee to get a feel for the 
firm’s design personality. G. Smylie provided an example from the previous process regarding the 
creativity firms envisioned around “ed-u pods”, and the thoughtful realignment of the gym to the front 
of a school to ease traffic flow. This was a helpful process to view the assessments of all to true rest 
on making the best decision in the interest of the Board and its’ students. The RFP includes a request 
for conceptual renderings. There is a level of quality the Board is looking for, in a conservative 
mandate that respects the facilities management staff.  
 

 
As discussed above, a draft is included in the information package to expedite the process. Firms will 
be reviewing this as part of the RFP to ensure they are aligned with the contract and fees are 
appropriate. Questions have come forward if lowest fee is the most valuable. Clarification to note fees 
is an important piece, but not the only evaluation criteria. The scoring matrix is designed to place value 
on a number of components.   
 
Trustee Cochrane expressed support for this intended process as it specifically relates to the fee 
structure. Trustee King agreed and noted the fee break down will be a valuable tool.   
 

 
Thanks expressed to the committee for the investment of their time relating to this project. M. Speirs is 
pleased to answer any questions along the way. Next steps identified: 

 M. Speirs to email the committee to confirm when RFP submissions have closed and indicate 
the number of submissions received.  

 Board staff will vet the proposals to ensure they meet the basic criteria. Packages will be will 
prepared with the scoring matrix attached.  

 Packages will be provided to each committee member for review over the Christmas break.  
 
Trustee King noted she intends to collate some meeting highlights to share with the Board. High level 
summary to be shared via email to the full committee for review prior to presenting to the Board.  
 
Thanks expressed to M. Speirs for her leadership on this project and taking the time to provide this 
education regarding the process.

LEARNSTYLE 

 This is an organization that focusses on Learning Disabilities and having the 
appropriate technology, training and strategies to be independent and successful.  

 This organization provides qualified teachers and therapists who will offer coaching 
for LD students who have a SEAC tech device assigned to them.  

 This organization has experience with all sizes of Boards, geographies and First 
Nations.  

 More than half of identified students have learning disabilities.  

 September 25th was the “launch day” where it was released to all DLRT’s for PD.  

 The agreement is in place between the Board and LEARNSTYLE.  They are also 
able help develop hybrid models of training for students on-line or in class.  

 The committee viewed a portion of the taped training session.   

 LEARNSTYLE is pairing with many LDAO’s to offer PD opportunities and 
participate in conferences.  

 The Board has initially signed up for 150 students who will each receive 4 hours of 
direct support; individualized to each family.  Parents and educators can participate 
in this training.  

 Students with dedicated devices will have the opportunity to work with 
LEARNSTYLE. The Coordinators are working with DLRT’s regarding students most 
appropriate for this support.   

 Staff will consider students who already have a SEA device as well as students 
receiving a new device this year for LEARNSTYLE training.  

 Assistive technology is a tool, which doesn’t suit everyone.  Staff want to empower 
students and provide them with the tools ands strategies that fit the learning activity.  

 LEARNSTYLE will do prework with each student, then have “check in” times and 
once completed will prepare data for staff to review.  This data can be brought back 
and shared with the committee.   

 
DDSB – SIP funding letter 

 SIP funding is a very labour intensive process.  The due date is mid-December.  

 The DDSB is suggesting the Ministry use a 5-year average, instead of putting 
Board’s through the intensive process of applying.  

 Every application creates the same amount of paperwork each year; most do not 
qualify for renewals and must be a brand-new application.   

 As the students are adjusting from being away from the classroom and 
collaboration with community partners can be more challenging a reprieve in 
paperwork is requested.  

 This has not been a topic of conversation with the Ministry yet.  

 Last year the process was extended due to the teachers’ work to rule.  

 The support (2 staff for 1 student) must be put in place and then the approval 
comes at the end of the year.  

 A letter will be drafted supporting DDSB’s recommendations.  Sue and Mel will 
follow up on this and the draft letter to be circulated to the committee for discussion 
at the next meeting.

4.0       Indigenous Student Trustee and Student Advisory Circle 

Sarah Spence, Vice principal at Laurentian Learning Centre is working with student senate this 

year and will also be working alongside the Indigenous Student Trustee and advisory circle. She 

is very passionate about this work and will join the committee at the next meeting.  The process 

has started for a new Indigenous student Trustee as the last year’s student has graduated.   

 

5.0       Indigenous Studies  

All Near North Secondary schools are offering three Indigenous studies programs available to all 

students. A grade 10 English credit, grade 9 Art and Grade 11 social studies.  

 

6.0       Niigaan Gdizhaami Funding – Graduation Coach 

Funding was applied for and approved last year for $50,000.  This funding helped pay for 

salaries and replenish what would have been taken from program budgets. The focus was on 
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student transitions, relationships between First Nation representatives and educators, parents and 

educators, post-secondary and community engagement. All these targets were successfully met, 

even with the changes that took place because of COVID-19. This was one-time funding only 

but did make it possible for a full-time grad coach at Parry Sound High last year.  

This year there is a .50 position at Chippewa, .50 position at West Ferris, .50 position at Northern 

and a 1.0 position at Parry Sound High.  

 

7.0       Board Action Plan for 2020-2021 

The committee received the one-page plan that is in place.  Revisions are needed because of the 

challenges presented by COVID-19. The committee was asked to scan the four pillars and 

rethink the delivery and implementation model.  Tracy will be taking the lead, and this will be a 

priority over the next few weeks.  IEAC is scheduled for November 9th and the group can further 

discuss at this meeting.  

 

Many projects that are in the plan such as; Pow Wow’s, bussing to cultural events, artists in 

schools, hosting cultural events and language camps all will have to be done differently this year.  

Many elders are not going into schools and students are not to be bussed outside the school.  

New creative ways of doing these projects will have to be explored.   

 

8.0       COVID-19 “check in” 

Many students this year chose face to face learning and are having a lot of success. There are 

close to 1400 students who have chosen at home learning which has been challenging for the 

Board to coordinate.  There is one more opportunity this semester for elementary families to 

change from face to face to virtual learning or vice versa. Secondary families will also have the 

opportunity to indicate their desire to switch between programs for Octomester 5,6,7 and 8 at the 

end of November. The registration process and due dates will be sent out to families shortly.  

September reorganization will happen after elementary families have had a chance to complete 

the registration process in November.  Families will need their child’s OEN number (located on a 

report card) for the registration process.  

 

It was asked if the Board was monitoring student success from the first octomester. Are students 

receiving the supports they need?  Students have been successful with the online platform and 

Superintendent Gray will follow up with Principal Sean Ruddy on this and share the results with 

the committee.  

 

9.0 Multi Year Strategy Planning – Revisiting the Vision and Mission 

The Board is in the process of developing a multi-year strategic plan. An outside agency has 

been hired to help collect data for this process. The committee reviewed the current vision, 

mission, values and priorities and discussed what was missing or could be added. Having a 

wellness and balanced approach was a suggestion.  The committee decided to review this with 

their education committees and bring feedback to the next meeting. Superintendent Gray will 

forward out the power point slide to the group.   

 

9.0       First Nation Updates 

 Kebaowek First Nation 

As the only education counsellor, it has been challenging working through this new COVID-19 

learning environment.  

 

Dokis First Nation 
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Students have decided to return to school and things are running smoothly with COVID-19 

protocols in place.  

Wasauksing First Nation 

They are happy to be back in the office and the school is up and running on a modified delivery 

model. Working around staffing vacancies this year has been challenging.   

 

Nipissing First Nation 

October 28th & 29th REC meetings are taking place. The secondary school is following the 

semester model. They are also experiencing bussing and staffing challenges. They are working 

closely with the transportation consortium and COVID-19 safety protocols.  Students wear 

masks and practice hand washing and/or sanitizing when they get home.  Self-assessment checks 

are done daily.  

 

Henvey Inlet First Nation 

Most elementary students have opted for in-class learning and are happy to be back in school. 

Most secondary students have registered for online learning and many of them are struggling.  

Lynn Ryder has been helping to support these families.  

 

Board & Ministry Updates 

The Board is focusing on multi-year planning and moving along with the Parry Sound build.  

The new Director; Craig Myles is eager to include more culture into Board meetings.
