Mandate: In alignment with NNDSB Bylaw 102, TRUSTEE Bertram provided notice to
the Secretary of the Board, Director Myles, requesting an item be placed on
the agenda for discussion during the June 11 Committee of the Whole
meeting.

Background: Historical Context from the Final JK-12 School Project Report 2021

The NNDSB approved motions on Oct.23 2012 and Nov.27 2012 to
establish an Accommodations Review involving the relocation of the Grade
7/8 students from William Beaty, Nobel, and McDougall Schools to Parry
Sound High School and the relocation of the JK-6 students from Nobel
School to McDougall School.

At the fourth public meeting, the ARC facilitator sought community input on a
recommended solution, which was to close Nobel and McDougall Public
Schools and close Parry Sound High School — Students would be relocated
to a new K-8 elementary school and a new 9-12 high school located on one
campus. The Board-preferred option to move the Grade 7/8 students from
William Beatty to Parry Sound High School formed part of the transition
period.

As a result, the Parry Sound Intermediate School was established for the
Grade 7/8 William Beatty students and located within the existing Parry
Sound High School.

The Board’s request to the Ministry was for the construction of a 1,171-pupil
school at approx.. $32.4 million including demolition costs. The planned
completion date was 2016-17.

In 2018, pre-Covid, the construction cost per square foot was $233.20 as
confirmed by the Board’s consultant and the size of the school was approx..
141,000 square feet.

Ministry staff suggested that the JK-6 students could be accommodated at
the Parry Sound Public School, built and opened in 2015. This was based on
the projected utilization of the school being at 58% by 2027-28 — Current
utilization rate (2023-24) is 84% (504 spaces and 421 students)

The new funding approval reflected an 815-pupil school (238 elementary and
577 secondary) with the addition of 6 hexagon-shaped portables.

Studies on the Safety, Achievement and Wellbeing of Students in
Portables (Augustos Riveros — Western University)

“Portable classrooms are modular structures used when schools cannot
accommodate growing student populations. They can provide relief in
overcrowded schools while permanent accommodations are being built, but
there are concerns about their use”

“Schools with temporary structures tend to have lower attendance

rates and declines in academic achievement.”

- “Student misbehaviours tended to occur when travelling between the
portables and the main building.”

- Students in permanent classrooms expressed more positive attitudes
toward their school than their peers who were placed in portables.”

- “Portables have a small negative impact on reading and language
achievement.”

- “While portable classrooms may alleviate overcrowding in the
permanent section of the building, the associated increase in overall
student numbers often causes congestion in common areas, such as
offices, gyms, libraries, and cafeterias. The concern is that portables
only address classroom-level capacity issues, but common areas
remain crowded, which may create inhospitable environments for
students.”

- “The distance between the portables and the main buildings may
create a disconnect in case of an emergency.”

- “Studies on environmental conditions of portable classrooms have

reported concerns with indoor air quality, temperature control, noise

levels, water, leaks and mould.”

“As a result of the COVID-19 pandemic, there has been a visible migration of
urban populations into rural communities, economies, and environments.”
(University of Guelph, School of Environmental Design and Rural
Development)

Resolution: Whereas, the NNDSB is deeply committed to fostering an environment that
promotes student achievement and wellbeing;

Whereas, research indicates that the physical learning environment plays a
critical role in the cognitive and emotional development of children;

Whereas, the use of portables as temporary classrooms raises concerns
about the adequacy of facilities, including space, safety, and access to
essential educational resources which are crucial to maintaining high
standards of student achievement;

Whereas, the NNDSB reaffirms its dedication to creating and maintaining
educational environments that maximize student achievement, personal
growth, and wellbeing;

Whereas, the current JK-12 school plan includes elementary school space
designed for only 235 students, necessitating the use of permanent
portables without viable options for expansion that avoid mixing elementary
and secondary students, contrary to the original accommodation review
recommendations;

Whereas, from September 2022 to present, the West Parry Sound
Townships have communicated their concerns to the NNDSB regarding the
reduced size of the building and the reliance on portable classrooms. (The
concerns are supported by the 2021 census data indicating a 13%
population growth since 2016)

BE IT RESOLVED that the NNDSB acknowledges the recommendation from
Municipalities to consider retaining McDougall Public School — that the
NNDSB formally requests that the Ministry of Education accounts for
updated enrolment figures and the utilization of long-term portables in this
expanding northern community — that the NNDSB seeks comprehensive
guidance that addresses the needs of the affected communities, ensuring
that student well-being remains a top priority.

To the members of the Parry Sound K-12 Build Committee and the Board of Trustees,

As a group of concerned staff here at Parry Sound Intermediate and High School, we want to be
certain our voices are heard regarding the planned build of a new school on the existing
school’s property. Not only are we staff, we are parents, coaches, community volunteers, and
citizens. We have felt, and continue to feel, like our voices have not been listened to.

To be clear: we have grave and significant concerns about the current plan. It is important our
voices are heard; we do not want our silence, imposed by a communication protocol, to be
perceived as tacit approval. We do not approve of the proposed plan. We are concerned that
the plan, as it exists, has serious inadequacies which will have a lasting, negative impact on
programming in the new school and the opportunities we can offer students. We feel like we
must advocate for the students of our community who will attend this school when it opens
and in decades to come.

As you know, we are not alone in our concerns. Our local municipal councils have clearly
expressed significant concern to you regarding this planned project. NNDSB families and
community members have also expressed concern. We echo and amplify these concerns.

There are multiple issues for us. They include;

e anew building that is too small, including a lack of teaching space, student support

areas, and common areas;

* aproject that, despite the significant impacts of inflation, appears to be going ahead on
the same budget as was initially set in 2015;
an apparent per student funding disparity relative to the recent Fricker build;
the proposed use of portables (hex-pods) to accommodate classes;
the population growth that has occurred and continues to occur in our area;
the understanding that a new school becomes a major and lasting component of what
serves and draws new families and professional employees (e.g. family doctors) to our
community—an inadequate school has significant impacts on other important aspects
of our community.



These concerns are based on specific examples of the deficiencies in the new school plan:

e asingle gym space for a K-12 school, creating very challenging scheduling and negative
impacts on curricular and extra-curricular activities for students;

¢ ashortage of space for technology classes, making our current and future course
offerings impossible to provide and schedule;

® ashortage of science classrooms, making our current and future course offerings
impossible to provide and schedule;

¢ ashortage of space for arts related teaching activities, including music, drama, and
media arts, making our current and future course offerings impossible to provide and
schedule;

¢ ashortage of spaces for student support, including existing spaces in our current school
such as The Hub, The Hive, and Student Services;

e ashortage of space for Indigenous wellness support programs and community
interaction activities;

¢ ashortage of space for Special Education programming, including a lack of space for the
critical infrastructure of a sensory room and food prep facilities;

e ashortage of space for alternative program classrooms such as SAL, Cedar Space, and
Section 23;

» the challenges for students of having their learning spaces in portables.

It is difficult for us to understand NNDSB's position on this project. From everything we see in
Board updates, it appears that this project is going ahead as originally planned despite the
concerns raised above. As a staff, we hope for and expect due diligence to address the
significant concerns raised by the Parry Sound school community. We have specific questions:

e Does the Board have the intention of acting on the local municipalities’ concerns and
taking into account their requests? Is there work being done to change the plans based
on concerns expressed? If so, can those details be provided?

® Has there been work done by the Board with the Ministry of Education to adjust the
budget for this project? If so, can those details be provided?

We expect an acknowledgement of our concerns. We would also appreciate answers to the
questions stated above.

Mandate: In alignment with NNDSB Bylaw 102, Trustee Fuscaldo provided notice to
the Secretary of the Board, Director Myles, requesting an item be placed on
the agenda for discussion during the June Committee of the Whole meeting.
Background: Whereas on September 26, 2017, Trustees passed a motion to consolidate
the three North Bay area secondary schools into two, approving Chippewa
as the north site and West Ferris as the south site (Widdifield would be
closed), at the Public Board Meeting.

Whereas Widdifield ceased operational functions as a school as of
September 2020, when its former students were dispersed between
Chippewa Secondary School and West Ferris.Capital Plan
(nearnorthschools.ca)

Whereas it was noted in the school information profile report as part of the
ARC process,School-Information-Profile-Chippewa-1.pdf (nearnorthschools.ca)
Pg 5 . located on the Chippewa HS grounds, The track around the main field
— usable due to safety concerns.

Whereas the North Bay Consolidation committee has not met since June
6/2023, at which time the two former schools EW Norman PS and ET
Carmichael PS were declared surplus and have since been sold. However,
plans for the former Widdifield SS were not presented.

Whereas as per our Capital Plan states that “The Near North District School
Board is committed to optimizing the use of board-owned assets. This may
be achieved by establishing facility partnerships for co-building opportunities
when undertaking major capital projects, the leasing of space within current
assets, the disposition of properties and engaging in long term planning.
Capital planning activities will be well informed, well-coordinated,
transparent, sustainable and supportive of student achievement and well-
being.”

And Whereas Ontario Requlation 374/23 Acquisition and Disposition of Real
Property. Effective Dec 23 2023 , states “a school board can sell or lease
property no longer necessary for its long-term needs (surplus). However, if a
school board is not currently using a property and will not be using it within
the next 10 years to meet student needs, they must sell it.”
